25206.3 Planning Infringements – Residents have expressed concerns about infringements on the Water Tower land next to St Peters Close and have been advised to share concerns with the TVBC planning enforcement officer. 
Councillor Struthers will approach TVBC planning for progress on Nelson’s land as additional rubble has appeared and no progress towards a golf course has been made.

25206.4 Update on Neighbourhood plan group.
Cllr Platt reported that the review of the Neighbourhood plan is almost complete and that the housing needs survey concluded 12 new houses were required for the village. The 40  houses at Barrow Hill which have had planning permission granted will be classed as covering the  allocation for Goodworth Clatford. The Environmental Survey needs completing with TVBC’s guidance before it can be shared for consultation followed by referendum. 

Resolved: Councillors approved the cost of the Environmental Survey for the completion of the neighbourhood plan.

25206.5 Update on Liaison group for Land at Barrow Hill Development
Cllr Struthers reported that Bargate have been contacted and the 1st draft of the detailed plans are in progress. These include the policies around development and the CIL contribution. Cllrs Struthers will request sight of the plans. The planning application is expected to be submitted summer 2026. Concerns were expressed about Bargate making a foot  through Parish Council land at the allotments.

25207.5 Resolved: Cllrs approved investing £10,000 into a six-month fix term deposit with HSBC

25207.6 Resolved: Cllrs approved investing £15,000 into a nine-month fix term deposit with HSBC. Concern was raised about breaching the £85,000 FCSC guarantee. The Clerk will investigate an additional bank/places of investment.

25207.7 Resolved: Councillors approved selling Bluefield solar shares, TM Gravis Shares and giving notice on CCLA. The Clerk reported that the CCLA requires 180 days’ notice and will be then sold on the last Friday of the month.

25207.8 Resolved: Councillors approved the 3.2% pay rise back dated from April 2025 as per the national green book agreement.

25207.9 Nest Pension The Clerk will investigate joining the Nest pension scheme as this is now mandatory and share details at the next meeting.

25207.10 Budget & Precept – This was circulated, discussed and Cllr Platt asked for any adjustments to be sent to him ready for approval at the January meeting. 

25207.11 Internal Audit – Resolved: Cllrs approved Tim Light at Light a Touch to carry out the Internal Audit a cost of £450 

25207.12 Quarterly Statement check- Cllr Pyle checked the balances of the bank statements to the Financial Statement at the Finance meeting.

Environment
25208.1 Footpaths & Highways. –  Nothing to report

25208.2 Sheepwash – Cllr Kwaitkowski reported that the steps are being replaced. Litter does not seem to be a problem as Parishioners are picking it up. Resolved: Cllrs agreed not that the litter bins do not need to be returned to the Sheepwash.

25208.3 The Park & Estate Management Group – The following was reported
· Raffle tickets are now on sale by the EMG
· Cllr Struthers will approach EMG Committee to see if someone is willing to be co-opted onto the Parish Council.
· Cllr Platt will review the risk assessment with the assistance of a health and safety expert from his workplace as the PC are responsible for volunteers. This will be reviewed at the January meeting.
· The Clerk will investigate training for the newly acquired tools used by the EMG together with first aid training.
· The EMG had made the following request which was included in the budget
· £1500 tree works, £400 hedge cutting recreation park, £600 mowing The Park & Water meadow, £650 to replace Sheep Wash bench. Training is also required for tools and first aiders.
· Still awaiting a quote to cut back the hedge at the allotments
· A basic summary of the tree report was circulated, the in dept report is due in the next few days. Resolved: Councillors approved the tree surveyor carrying out all priority work. Post Meeting The Surveyor no longer carries out any tree surgery.

25208.4 Allotments – Cllr Welland reported that the hedges still required trimming back, but the Clerk advised the EMG were awaiting a quote as this needs specialised equipment.
