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Prior to the meeting to the meeting the Chairman of the Village Shop Association outlined the Post Office and Shops current monetary position. Professional advice has recommended that shareholders consider voluntary liquidation as the shop and Post Office is not financially viable. A group of village residents are trying to raise enough funds to give the community one last chance at retaining the facility. An extraordinary VSA meeting will be held on the 22nd of July. In the meantime, an application for an additional grant of £1500 pounds was requested from the Parish Council. (See 25159.3)

· Cllr Walker reported that the new footpath warden Jon Waring has been on a HCC training course and has access to the new maintenance equipment. There is a team of three people who walk the footpaths and identify problems which are then reported to the estate management group.

25160.2 Sheepwash- Cllr Kwiatkowski reported that litter had become a problem during the warmer weather. The green rubbish bin is filling up quickly and is only emptied on a two-week cycle by TVBC.

· cleared the park and gateways
Resolved: Cllrs approved £72.96 on masks and oil to treat the benches for the Estate Management Group.
The Clerk had advised the Council that given a recent incident in the news that the Parish Council trees should be surveyed and documented. It was suggested that the Insurance company were asked for their opinion. A quote will be obtained for this to be carried out.
