[bookmark: _Hlk106127642]25126 Planning - 25/00708/FULLN Land to the north of Cowdown Farm, Cowdown Lane, Cowdown Construction operation and decommissioning of renewal biomethane and gas generation facility with associated infrastructure.
Councillors discussed the application. Although it is an improvement on the original application it does not comply with E1/E2 local plan as nothing should be built in the countryside including industrial. This is higher quality agriculture land. SP1 & SP3 does not comply with neighbourhood plan. Conflicts Comm 2, NE2 & NE5. A minor change to the entrance/exit of the plant with the installation of a curved wall of approx 20 degrees towards the A303 would make it impossible to turn right out of the facility or turn left from Cowdown Lane might be more successful than either the proposed traffic management plan or the 7.5T weight restriction sign which is only as good as the enforcement behind it in not increasing HGV traffic on Cowdown lane.
